Morning Presentation:  We were very fortunate to have Nina Thomas as our speaker this morning, as she is a close friend to MCPA, and a past president.  She began her presentation by noting that she had had a number of invitations to speak on the topic of 9/11 and only chose to speak at MCPA which she considers her home.  She realized that this decision on her part reflected a need to be self-protective on the 10th anniversary of the attacks of 9/11/2001.  This set the tone for our morning presentation.


We discussed the ways in which the enormity of the attacks, and the unrelenting media attention affected the ability of so many people and made it difficult to cope with the grief, loss, injury, direct exposure to trauma, and vicarious exposure to trauma.  Nina shared her personal experience of working with firefighters.  She discussed the complexities that a clinician must deal with when working with these individuals, while at the same time managing personal responses to these events.

A very meaningful aspect of the morning program was the personal reflections and sharing from audience members.
