Biographical Information on Gianni Pirelli, PhD
Dr. Pirelli received his Ph.D. from The Graduate Center at John Jay College of Criminal Justice. He is a Licensed Psychologist in NJ and NY. His experience includes work in a number of inpatient and outpatient settings, including hospitals, psychiatric centers, and correctional facilities. He currently maintains an independent practice in clinical and forensic psychology, whereby he conducts a wide range of clinical and clinical-forensic evaluations in a variety of criminal and civil legal matters, including firearm evaluations. 

He has taught over 40 post-doctoral, graduate, and undergraduate courses at John Jay, Montclair State, and Fairleigh Dickinson University. 

Dr. Pirelli's primary areas of research include forensic mental health assessment, and ethics and standards of practice in forensic psychology. He has given many professional conference presentations and invited talks, and he has numerous publications,  including the forthcoming book, “The Ethical Practice of Forensic Psychology: A Casebook” (Oxford University Press), and chapters in books such as the Handbook of Forensic Psychology (4th Edition).  Dr. Pirelli regularly conducts firearm evaluations and conducts ongoing research and publishes in this area of study; and he regularly gives presentations and teaches courses on firearm-related issues. He is in the process of writing the book, The Behavioral Science of Firearms: Implications for Mental Health, Law, and Policy, which will be published by Oxford University Press.
